
SAP Demonstration1-CreateAccounts

Mod10-Demonstration1-CreateAccounts takes students through the steps necessary to create and add a series of general ledger accounts to company code 3000. Each of these accounts must be created in SAP.

Note: for each account in the list insert your student number given to you by your instructor for the -52 number (ie: 30000-52 becomes 30000-01 for Student 01)
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SAP Demonstration2-HowTo

Mod10-Demonstation2-HowTo demonstrates to students how to prepare an entry to record the sale of Bonds in SAP. The students will be able to play this demo as often as they would like. It shows points to remember when they practice this on their own.

SAP Simulation

Mod10-Simulation enables students to attempt to follow the Demonstration 2-HowTo example on their own. It requires students to match the correct selections to produce the desired end result.

Practice Exercises in SAP
Use January 1, 2007 (01/01/2007) for all dates in all entries unless otherwise noted.

1.
Produce the same entry as in the SAP Demonstration 2 file.
Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting these transactions

2.
On January 1, 2007, the company issues 5%, 5 year bonds and receives $145,000 in cash for these bonds.  The market rate is less than the coupon rate.  The company will only have to pay $143,550 at the end of the 5 years.  Enter this transaction.
Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting this transaction

3.
Enter the transaction for February 1, 2007 to record the payment of interest and the amortization of the premium using straight line method for the above sale of bonds.
Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting this transaction

4.
On January 1, 2007, the company issues 10%, 4 year bonds and receives $195,000 in cash for these bonds.  The market rate is greater than the coupon rate.  The company will have to pay $200,000 at the end of the 4 years.  Enter this transaction.
Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting this transaction

5.
Enter the transaction for February 1, 2007 to record the payment of interest and the amortization of the discount using straight line method for the above sale of bonds.
Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting this transaction

6.
Common shares were exchanged for bonds that are valued at $20,000.  The common shares are worth $19,000 at current market rates.  Enter this transaction assuming that the difference in bond and share value is considered either a premium or discount (you must determine which is the correct choice). 

Capture and paste into Word document the screen prior to posting this transaction

Create a document report that lists the details of the above transaction.
