
SAP Demonstration
Demonstration 1-HowTo demonstrates how to make Accounts Receivable and Accounts Payable entries in SAP. The students will be able to play this demo as often as they would like. 

SAP Simulation

Simulation enables students to attempt to follow the demonstration example on their own. It requires students to match the correct selections to produce the desired end result.

Practice Exercises in SAP

Use January 1, 2007 (01/01/2007) for all dates in all entries.

1.
Perform the same series of steps as in the SAP Demonstration.
Screen capture and paste into Word document the Customer Invoice and Vendor Invoice screens prior to posting the completed entries

2.
You have made a sale of $8,000 to Sandra Turner (Denver client number 401427) in Company Code 3000. Half of the sale ($4,000) is for Sales (Account 8003100) and the other half is for Sales-General (Account 800600). Allocate Sales to cost center Services – L6200.  Calculate taxes automatically. Create this invoice.
Screen capture and paste into Word document the Customer Invoice Invoice screen prior to posting the completed entry

3.
The client above (second entry) has returned $1,000 of the goods sold (Sales- General). Create a credit memo to record this. Calculate taxes automatically.
Screen capture and paste into Word document the Customer Credit Memo screen prior to posting the completed entry

4.
United Colors from Calgary, one of your vendors, sold your company $5,000 of office supplies. Calculate taxes automatically.  Allocate to cost center Administration #328 – Drew. Create a payable invoice to record this.
Screen capture and paste into Word document the Vendor Invoice Invoice screen prior to posting the completed entry

5.
You return $500 of the office supplies purchased. Calculate taxes automatically.  Enter a credit memo to record this. 
Screen capture and paste into Word document the Vendor Credit Memo screen prior to posting the completed entry

6.
Produce an Accounts Receivable report for the customer in the above transactions.
Screen capture and paste into Word document the A/R Report screen 

7.
Produce an Accounts Payable report for the vendor in the above transactions.

Screen capture and paste into Word document the A/P Report screen
