GUATEMALA TRAVEL: TERMS OF AGREEMENT

The trip to Guatemala in May, 2008, is a required portion of the course HON 402 The World of the Other.  Participation in this travel experience requires that you understand and agree to all of the following stipulations and conditions:

1) Purpose of Travel: The Guatemala trip is an educational experience that is integral to the above named academic course. In essence, the purpose of this trip is academic. IT IS NOT A VACATION. You agree to participate willingly in ALL of the educational activities scheduled for this trip.

2) Eligibility: To be eligible to travel, you must be an Integral Honors Student or have the permission of the Director of the Integral Honors Program.

3) Financial Standing: All tuition and fees associated with the class, including the extra cost of $900.00 for the trip, must be paid prior to travel.  The extra $900.00 must be paid by the following deadlines:  $300.00 due January 31;  $300.00 due February 29;  $300.00 due  March 28.  Please be sure you meet these deadlines!

4) Health Issues: A) Although there are no extraordinary physical demands anticipated, the trip does involve international travel, which by itself is taxing, and extended periods of walking and hiking. By signing below, you pledge that have no medical conditions that prevent you from engaging in this activity. 

B) The CDC states that malaria risk exists in rural areas at altitudes lower than 1,500 meters, with no risk in Antigua or Lake Atitlán.  You may wish to consult with your physician regarding use of anti-malarial medication.  Hepatitis A & B vaccinations are recommended.
5) Standards of Conduct: This travel is undertaken as part of a Le Moyne College educational activity. Therefore, you are representing Le Moyne College in a foreign country, and your behavior reflects on the College. You are to treat your hosts, as well as your classmates (and instructors) with respect. Conduct that is illegal, immoral, or simply disruptive will NOT be tolerated at any time, including prior to travel. Anyone who violates this code during the semester will not be allowed to travel with the group. Anyone who violates this code while in Guatemala will be returned to Syracuse on the next available flight.
