Prerequisites: STA 201

Course Description: This course introduces quantitative modeling and analysis. It includes applications from different disciplines of business including finance, marketing, information systems, and operations.  The course focuses on diagnosing and solving business problems based on quantitative analysis. Modeling methods and techniques are introduced in the context of specific business situations. These techniques include forecasting, optimization, and simulation. In addition the course examples focus on  issues of sustainability.
Course Goals and Objectives: Upon successful completion of this course, the students will be able to: 1) Use an analytical approach to identification, analysis, decision, and implementation of problem solving, 2) Construct models for forecasting in organizations 3) Understand optimal planning models and processes, 4) Create basic models for simulating systems, 5) Use a wide variety of spreadsheet skills to model and analyze problems in different business disciplines, and 6) Understand the interactions between social, environmental, and economic issues. 
Text: The Science of Making Better Decisions is available in the Le Moyne Bookstore. This workbook is required for every student. The workbook is incomplete by design with the missing information filled in during class. Additional course material will be available in the Course Information Folder (NOT on Canvas).
Class Activity: Class will be a combination of lecture and class activities. Most of the class activity will involve computer usage.  

Computer Software: The primary computer software will be Excel. 

Grading:  Your final grade will be comprised of the following components:

· Assignments and in class activities: There will be 5 to 6 assignments  and  9 to 12 in-class exercises, distributed throughout the semester. There will be no make up or due date extensions for the assignments or activities. You may drop three grades out of the in-class activities. The in-class activities are also a measure of attendance and participation. You may not drop the grades for any of the assignments. (15% total)

· 2 Mid-term Exams: In class exams including a combination of hand written and computer work. (25% each, dates will be announced with a two week notice)
· Final Exam: Comprehensive exam. (35%; Monday May 11, 12:00 to 2:30)
